Rebel Golf Lands JUCO Standout

- The Ole Miss men's golf team has landed one of the nation's top junior college players in Zach
Primavera, of Central Alabama Community College, head coach Ernest Ross announced Tuesday. Primavera will
begin competing for the Rebels in the fall of 2010.

Primavera earned All-Tournament Medalist honors three times, including the National Junior College Athletic
Association (NJCAA) D1 District and Region Championships as a freshman at CACC. He also finished runner-up in
the 2009 NJCAA National Championship.

In
addition he finished in the top 20 at the Florida State Amateur.
